Initial Sounds: 
Initial Sounds measures a student’s ability to match a word to the initial 
sound made by the examiner (receptive language) and the ability to 
produce the initial sound when a word is spoken (expressive 
language). 
 
There are 4 colored pictures on each test page. Pictures used in this 
measure should be familiar to most kindergarten-aged children, and 
the examiner provides a name for each picture before asking about the 
word sounds. 
 
Student looks at 4 color pictures and either points to the one that 
begins with a given letter sound or makes the sound that begins the 
word.

Letter Naming Fluency measures a student’s knowledge of uppercase 
and lowercase letter names. 
 
Student says the names of visually presented letters – all letters are 
on one page and in different fonts, some bold some not. 
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 Auditory Vocabulary: 
Auditory Vocabulary measures a student’s knowledge of words 
commonly found in Kindergarten and 1st grade reading materials. If a 
student is unfamiliar with these common nouns, verbs, and adjectives, 
development of other reading-related skills may be at risk.    
 
The student sees a grid of 4 colored pictures on each test page and 
hears the examiner say the target word.

Auditory Vocabulary:

Student points to the 1 of 4 pictures that matches an orally presented 
word. 

Computer Testing 
 
Vocabulary:  Target words are presented underlined with only 
enough context to identify each word’s part of speech.  This is 
untimed.  Students can also have items read out loud through a 
Text-to-Speech option.  
 
The student chooses from 4 multiple-choice answers to match the 
meaning of a given word.   

Oral Reading Fluency: 
The student sees a 1-page story and reads as much of the story as 
possible within 1 minute.  Students read 2 stories.  This is 
administered 1:1. 

Oral Reading Fluency: 
The student sees a 1-page story and reads as much of the story as 
possible within 1 minute.

 Computer Testing 
 
Reading Comprehension: 
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Untimed.  Students read several short passages (some scrolling may 
be required).  The computer uses a split screen so the story stays on 
the left and questions are on the right. 
 
Students answer several multiple-choice questions.  
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
